Manufacturing: Impervia floors are manufactured using the latest extrusion technology where the protective
top layer, decorative layer and composite centre core are extruded as one fusing them together to create a natural
looking surface and in accordance with accepted industry standards, which permit a tolerance not to exceed 5%. The
variations may be of a manufacturing or natural type (this does not include colour variation). The surface is then
finished on a UV line after been pressed to create the textured surface.

Samples: Small samples will give a representative example of the colour of the finished floor. However, to mimic
the appearance of natural wood or stone one small sample WILL NOT be representative of the overall effect of an
Impervia™ floor. Therefore, should it be necessary to gain a better understanding of how a larger area will look,
purchasing cartons for a sample area should be considered, before making a final decision.

In order to minimise potential damages, it is advisable to store Impervia flooring away from wet trades or building
works and to have such works completed prior to installation of the floor.
